That morning though, for the first time, I really
stopped to notice (and take a picture of) this window. It shows a
scene from the Parable of the Good Samaritan (Luke 10:25-37),
where Jesus describes how an unlikely outsider caring for a
victim of highway robbery exemplifies the command written at
the top of the window, "Love your neighbor as yourself." Jesus
finishes the parable and commentary on it with the command
written below the Good Samaritan's image: "Go and do likewise." 
 
With all the transformation afoot right now in the congregation,
seeing that window was a helpful reminder that everything we do
