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2018 EMC Daylight Trip
Trip dates:
Right now it seems likely that we will have two trips in Summer 2020 from Minneapolis UCC
churches. The 6 mandatory pre-trip trainings will be done together. We will discuss with the
pastors which church will be going when, but we will do our best to put folks from the same
church on the same trips. Likely one trip will be Mid June - late June and the second will be
early July to mid July.

We will not know exact dates until Feb. or March of 2020. We try to fly Sat to Sat but flight
costs can make this difficult. So please be prepared to leave on a Thurs or Fri and return a
Monday or Tues if flights costs rise.

Trip Cost:

The trip cost due to flight costs in the summer is estimated at $4000 per person based on
$1600 flight costs per person (which is what they were last year) but please warn that trip
costs may rise if flight costs go up. Also please check with your insurance company about
whether tropical vaccinations are covered in your plan. They can cost up to $800 without

insurance. $2000 per person will be due in January 2020.

Trip Applications: Due Sept 15th, 2019.
